A MESSAGE FROM A FELLOW COMMUNITY MEMBER:   

 
Journeying in Song 

 
 
  Allow me to begin by saying Iôm honored to share thoughts about life since my Emmaus walk. Itôs 
hard to believe that it was 2 years ago March since I experienced that part of my journey with the 
Lord. At first thought, well, life has been pretty normal; I donôt really have much to say. But then, as 
I thought some more, I realized that God has been working in new ways. 
 First I recognize that I have deepened relationships since my walk. My relationship with the Lord 
is stronger. I have learned to lean on Him with a deeper faith. Part of that is due to the letters we 
received. Those letters helped me to know that I have a much bigger support group than I knew. 
People I didnôt realize are there for me -- in everyday life and through prayer. I gained new friends 
like Rhonda Keith (from my table) and Pam Curtis (my table leader.) I have also become closer 
with my sponsors, Sandina & Jimmy Short. I have felt community with other Emmaus members at 
the gatherings. And I have reached out to a co-worker who is now joining me on Sundays at our 
church and is probably going to be my pilgrim in Spring of 2019. 
   Next as I reflected, I realized that God used those letters to show me I was not going through life 
alone. He was preparing me to feel more confident to reach out to others in time of need. Thatôs 
why when my dad got very sick last August I was able to reach out in confidence to people I knew 
would truly pray with me, and for my family. So amazing. 
  Another piece that touched me during my walk was a talk that was given. The speaker talked 
about taking what we learned back to my church. To be more involved. To reach out. And so I 
have since become a greeter, and also helped with VBS. Encouraging me to volunteer has put me 
outside of my comfort zone, but itôs been a good thing. I feel like people want to be a part of some-
thing, feel welcome and feel loved. As a greeter Iôm all about to giving hugs, sharing smiles, and 
showing people they are noticed. I also try to make them feel welcome and warm, and that they 
have come to a safe place. I get to know their children, and I get to know my church family better! 
   Lastly, and probably most important for me, is how God continues to bless me by allowing me to 
use my voice. If you know me, you know that I love to sing. Since Emmaus I have had more confi-
dence in the gift God gave me to share my passion of music. I have sung more on our worship 
team at church, and have also been invited to sing at gatherings. I feel privileged that God would 
allow me to share my passion through worship  Itôs my sweet spot. As a nurse I feel like singing 
worship songs is very healing. Iôve sung many time to dying patients in the hospital. Have you ever 
seen an Alzheimerôs patient react to songs about Jesus? They KNOW Jesus and sing right along. 
They remember the words and the melodies, and their smiles are incredible.Itôs such a blessing! 
   I was born a singer. Worship fills my heart with joy. I even remember having church with my dolls 
when I was just a little girl! Itôs because, to me, worship songs share the hope of Jesus. I praise 
God for giving me the opportunity to share that hope with my passion for singing. Of course my fa-
vorite is Southern gospel music.

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Sponsorship is a privilege and a responsibility!! 

There isn t a bigger blessing than to sponsor someone on the Walk to Emmaus!  It is one of the most rewarding experi-

ences a person can have. The sponsor is critically important to the Emmaus experience- both in terms of getting people 

there and in preparing people to be there! 

Here are some ideas to guide you in sponsoring an Emmaus Pilgrim: 
Pray about who to invite.  Start with a list of prospects and pray about who to invite. This isn t about filling a certain 

number of slots and inviting everyone you know.  It is about praying about who is ready to go, who would be blessed, 

and who would be a blessing to the walk!   

Share your story with them.  Your personal testimony may be the most compelling reason for a pilgrim to go! 

You can provide information without spoiling the surprises.  Sometimes we are afraid to spoil things so we say we cannot 

talk about it.  That leaves people wondering why!  Say something simple like there are 15 talks that are both encourag-

ing and inspiring.  You will have lots of time for fellowship, reflection, worship, fun.  There will be lots to eat!  Many peo-

ple have found it to be transformational because of the enormous amount of love and encouragement.  There isn t any-

thing mystical or secretive.  It is just hard to put into words the incredible experience you will have! 

Consider how many pilgrims you can sponsor before you invite too many!  There are many responsibilities associated 

with sponsoring a pilgrim.  You want to make sure you have the time and attention to gather agape letters; sit down with 

them to explain the walk and the experience; help them with arrangements for baby- sitting, dog care, etc.; explain the 

pack list, tips about no phone, etc.  You may want to consider co-sponsoring with someone else to share the responsibili-

ties.  This is also an effective way to teach others how to sponsor. 

Pray about contributing financially to the walk.  While it is not necessary to pay for your pilgrim, many people see it as 

their pleasure and responsibility.  Others find it important for the pilgrim to participate in the payment as a sign of com-

mitment.  Some people pay half of the fee or pay the registration fee.  Although it is a nice gesture to contribute to the 

pilgrim s fees, it is not required that in any way.  

Follow up diligently. It takes time and discipline to follow up with potential pilgrims.  Make a chart with the names and 

status of those who you have invited so you don t lose track of anyone.  Make sure you seek commitments early enough 

to complete the application process on time. 

Connect with your church and your pastor.  Get your pastor to talk about the value of Emmaus from the pulpit (If the 

pastor hasn t attended offer to sponsor them!!)  Have members who have attended stand up and talk about their experi-

ences.  Organize a meeting of those who have attended and discuss sponsorship.  You can contact the Emmaus Sponsor-

ship Chair to come to your church to do a sponsorship training!  Being intentional about sponsoring people from your 

church blesses the church in many ways!  The intent of Emmaus is to create even greater church members who share the 

gospel and are prepared to serve God and the church with more energy and creativity! 

Be creative in how you reach out to others!  One creative sponsor included an application (already filled out to the extent 

that he could) in a Christmas card and invited them to the walk!  This could be done with a Birthday Card of Retirement 

Card as part of the blessing!  Another made an informal invitation and handed it out with the walk dates and his name 

and contact information.  Another hosted coffee and snacks in their home to explain the Emmaus walk to a group, per-

sonally inviting them to attend!  Share your creative ideas with us so we can share them with others!
